GET SHOWDOWK
ON TAX DELAY

Litigation over the" time of pav
ment of county and state taxes by
the city of Fulton to the county
treasurer has been instituted by Ml
ir'. Neal, county treasurer. It is said
that the state tax law and the char-
ter of the city of Fulto*n are in con-
flict «&ver the matter. For the pur-
pose of definitely and judicially set-
tling the matter this friendly action
has been brought, it is reported.

An order to show cause was issued
Friday by Supreme Court Justice
Clayton I. Miller at Pulaski, an the
petition of Mr. Neal, in an action
orcmcht by him as county treasurer,
against Langdon C. Foster, city cham-
berlain of Fulton, directing him to ap-
pear on May 12th. He is directed to
show cause why a preemptorv writ
of mandamus should not issue, re-
quiring him to pay county and state
taxes collected by him, into the
county treasurer's hands, OT give
proof showing that his acts and. du-
ties in not paying same are in ac-
cordance with law.

In his petition for the order, Mr.
Neal sets forth that under a warrant
of the boa«rd; of supervisors delivered
to Mr. Foster, he was authorized to
collect $235,423.17, due from the
city of Fulton for county and state
purposes Of this amount, only $3,-
829.70 was for the state tax. Of
the remainder, it was divided as fol-
lows: For general county purposes,
$215,047; for public welfare pur-
poses, $12,479.57; for support of the
>oor in county home, $4,033.90, and
:or accounts between towns, $3&.
Mr. Neal states that the city cham-
berlain has collected up to April I,
$156,948.78 in county and state taxes
n̂d asks that this amount be turned

>ver to him. I
The county treasurer claims that

he action of the city chamberlain in
jailing to turn these monies is in vio-
lation of the state tax law.

Mr. Neal states that the county
reasurer is, by law, required to pay
he state tax collected in the tax disv
xics of this county to the state of
New York in three installments, viz,
one-thtr^on, Feb. 15th, one-third on
April 15tli and one third on May 15.
Unless tax collections are promptly
paid" him the treasurer is unable to
meet the ordinary obligations of the
:ounty, without pledging the credit
if the county in loans on which in-
terest must be paid.

s paid. It is contended that this
system has been the custom ever
ince Fulton was incorporated in
902 and' that this is the first time

;he question has ever been- raised.
In explaining why the city takes

advantage of the extension of time,
attorney Hillick states that it is im-
tossible to meet the demands of Mr.
Seal, owing to the expenditure of
noney by the city during the months
»f March and April, when the major-
ity of bond issues-come due. For
txample he cites this year when the
ecords show that Chamberlain Fos-

ber has collected a total of $367,689.-
30 at May 1st, that expenditures for
oonds, interest and other city items
have amounted' to $367,650.99, leav-
ng only a balance of the amount col-
ected of $39. With the gross ex-
>enses eared for during these months
;he final collection for May and June
vil; bring a sufficient amount to pay
the state and county taxes as has
been the custom for 28 years.

BOOKPLATE m THE
F0LTON PUBLIC LIBRARY

The second of the Fulton bookplates prepared is that of the Fulton
Public Library. It has been presented to that institution through the gen-
erosity of Mir., and Mrs. George Gaylord Chauncey, Jesse Anthony Mor-
rill and William Fraser Dickson. It includes it its composition a
onsiderable amount of material wheih should be of much historic value

and interest to Fttftcmians. A description of this bookplate and its com-
ponent .parts will h$ of general interest.

Pathfinder Island, Battle Island, Indian Point, Oswego Falls and the
Iroquois Traii ara names which, to all Fultonians, represent definite land-
marks, intimately associated with the foundation and development of our
city. To the-5Writer there has been an added personal interest throughout
his life, for my gtftodfather, John Davidson (Stephens, was born in Coopers-
town and spent t&e early years of his life in that village. James Fenimore
Cooper, the npvgftstr also lived in Cooperstown and there his grave is visited
yearly by many jwsrfons familiar with the development of our state during
the years immjediafcely following the Revolutionary War. The Indian Coun-
cil Rock, at tb&Jto&t of Otsego Lake, still'exists and in the cemetery over-
looking the lake 6n its east side is the monument to the memory of Natty
Bumpo, the wo»dstnan, whose name appears so .frequently in '"The Pion-
eers" and o t l ^ g K ^ # Pathfinder series.

SKgniyraSBBp the "W!ar of 1812, Cooper, who was a lieutenant in
the United'glaB|jlMSfefy, was stationed at Fort Ontario in Oswego. At that
time the $$^J8BHBS§ transportation, for ammunition and supplies, was over
the Iroquotg;S^B^^p^ the M|ohawk River, across the carry to Oneida Lakt
and thea deflJtMMBwiyegg River to Lake Ontario.

a'household word airout the year 1814. 'Cooper's novel of "The Pathfinder"
was read an4 rer^sw! by the writer as a boy and many stories were told me
by my grandfather M Cooper himself and of other incidents which gave to
the novel its historic background. The collection of Indian arrowheads,
tomahawks and pestles, now in the Fulton High School, were collected by
myself, largely because of these tales of adventure so dear to my boyhood.

For many*years it has been in my mind to prepare a bookplate which
should preserve for Fultonians some of the historic beauty of the Oswego
River lying immediately beneath the library windows. At my request, some
twenty years ago, Mr. Darwin Styles painted for me the artistic and beauti-
ful view of Indian Point and Pathfinder Island, which appears in-the lunette
of the .bookplate. Then for a considerable time, I collected as many
sketches and photographs of Oswego Falls, as it appeared in former years,
as I could find, made by Skinner, Darrow, Morrill and myself. Still later
I Obtained first hand knowledge of Indian "birch^bark canoes through asso-
ciation with the former Failtonian, Daniel Wjebster M'ead, the civil engineer
of international fame recently appointed by President Hoover on the Com-
mission for the construction of the Boulder Dam in the Colorado. In a birch-
bark canoe of the type represented in the picture as actually shooting the
falls, in the manner so vividly described by Cooper, Mr. Mead spent many
months on the lakes and streams of Northern Wisconsin in the construction
of the railroad between. Milwaukee and Duluth. With this material as a
e:uide, Robert Orr, the artist, has well visualized the journey of Natty
Bumpo and Chingachgook (the last o*f the Mohegans) in their journey
over the falls, carrying Sergeant's daughter, Mary, in safety to her father
at Fort Ontario.

It will be remembered that the Iroquois Nation or "People of the
Long House," as they described themselves, consisted originally of five
tribes of the Mohawks, the Oneidas, the Onondagas, the Cayugas and the
Senecas, with which was later affiliated the Tuscaroras of the same Indian
family. During the Revolution the Oneidas were the only ones of the Six
Nations who took the part of the colonists and at the close of the war, Eng-
land, to reward their Indian allies, granted them large tracts of land, ex-
tending from Lake Erie to the northeast as far as Ottawa. These Indian
reservations in Canada still exist. There lived with them for many years,
a priest of the Church of England by the name of Father Joseph W. Smith,
whose interesting book entitled "The People of the Long Ho-use," was pub-
lished many years ago, is now out of print and was obtained after a long and
rather difficult search. Some of the Indian traditions which Father Smith
collected and perpetuated in his little volume are of much local1 interest.

When the Great Spirit descended from the heavens, the earth was
covered with water and the only places which the Great Spirit could find
upon which to alight was the back of a huge turtle. This emblem of the
turtle, therefore, became the chief totem or family insignia of all members
of this clan scattered through the Iroqucris nation. Other totems later de-
veloped, as the Bear, the Deer, the Beaver, the Heronsand the Eel. These
totems are painted on flags and still hang in the Indian Council Chamber in
the Canadian capitof at Ottawa. To those of us who remember Levi Mon-
tague and his wagonloads of eels—which were formerly taken daily from the
Oswego River-below the falls and in the neighboring stream?—it is easy
t l4hQaojad^gaa jKeEepai lku jM!^PA r t ' a ^ to this emblem.

his book is the belief that at one time there was a demon ranging up and
down the country, from the Mohawk River to Niagara-ElaJls^kJHing all of the
people whom he could find. As a matter of preservation, the Great Spirit
collected all the good people of the region and hid them in a subterranean
cavern close to Oswego Falls, where they remained until the days of peril
had passed. Then they were able to return in safety to the earth and at-
tend to their customary, occupations.

The shield on the bookplate is one of an actual Iroquois and shows
the feathered ornaments that form its bqrder. The photograph on the
shield was given me by a full-blooded Mohawk warrior, Os-Ke-Non-Ton, or
"Running Deer," who /has achieved international reputation as a singer of
Indian melodies and has been heard on the air by many Fultonians. The
birch-bark background of the bookplate was actually .cut out for the writer
by Os-Ke-Non-Ton himself and used as a frame for his photograph.

The transverse wampum belt is taken from the large and valuable
collection of historic belts in the State. Museum at Albany. This particu-
lar -belt represents the Peace Belt woven at the time of the conclusion of
hostilities of the Revolutionary Wiar, and shows the white man and the
Indian clasping hands* Traditionally, the black belts represent war and the
white belts, peace.

Last of all in the -collection of material for this bookplate was the leg-
end in the Onondaga language, "The Iroquois Trail Is Long, But No Trail
Is So Long As That Miade By A Good Book." To find an educated man of
today of the Oncmdaga race famliliar with the two languages was by no

means an easy .task, but finally, at the suggestion of Miss Evalyn Lee Mes-
senger,- former Fultoriian, who nas taken mucFf'personaf interest in the per-
fection of the* bookplate, I wrote to Dr. Arthur C. Parker, now the Director

MAKE DISPLAY

FINE CUTLERY
The knives and cleavers on display

at the Oswego County Trust Com-
pany are representative of the var-
ious lines manufactured at Foster
Bros. & Chatillon Company, who
have been manufacturers of high
grade cutlery for nearly 50 years.

'The steel used at present is all
American-made, although for many
years it was thought Sheffield-English
steel was superior to American steel.
American steels are now considered
equal to, and in most cases, superior
to foreign steels for cutlery, etc.

Butcher knives, cleavers and pack-
ing ho'use splitters are all hand forged
from bar stock to approximate shape
desired. They are then trimmed in
presses to a uniform shape and heat-
treated very carefully so as to bring
out the best quality of the steel. A
knife or cleaver should be havd
enough to resist wear and tough
enough so that it will not break, ex-
cept with abuse.

The final operation
on butcher knives is hand honing, so
that they are ready to1 use with a fine,
keen edge.
